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REVIEW OF THE CONSOLIDATED TABLE
OF POLITICAL PARTY PROPOSALS

I INTRODUCTION

This report compiles some of the proposals (over 100) put forth by the political parties for
amending the election legislation of Kazakhstan. The document is based on the tabulation of
all proposals carried out by the Central Election Commission (CEC).

The compilation is neither exhaustive nor comprehensive since it does not include all
proposals consolidated in the CEC table. Rather, the focus is on areas that enjoy a broad
support among political parties. The aim is to review some issues identified by the parties as
areas of concern in the current legislation. The format of the document deviates from the
CEC table. However, articles of the election law to which amendments are proposed are
indicated as well as the name of the party behind the proposals. In addition, the complete
proposal in Russian is preceded by a short English summary of each party proposal presented
in this report.

This compilation does not replace and should be read in conjunction with the full length
report prepared by the CEC on proposals presented by political parties and previous
OSCE/ODIHR reports on elections.

II. GENERAL CLAUSE ON TRANSPARENCY- OBSERVERS’ RIGHTS

Many proposals relate to the transparency of the election process and point to the same
direction. A consensus exists between the political parties that there is a need to strengthen
the regulations in the Election Code concerning the rights of observers. In addition, most
parties mentioned the right of observers to monitor all stages of the election process.
However, means to achieve this objective differ: some call for including a clause on
transparency in the general provisions of the election law. Others favor more detailed
regulations on the rights of observers.

Article 2 — Proposal for a general clause on fairness and pluralism of elections, access of
observers at all stages of the election process and the protection of the rights of
candidates by courts.

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III. FORMATION OF ELECTION COMMISSIONS

The formation of election commissions received the highest number of suggested
amendments to the Election Code. Approximately 30, out of over 100, proposals presented
by political parties relate to this issue. The majority calls for an increased representation of
political parties in election commissions at all levels. However, the proposed amendments
suggest various mechanisms for appointing members to election commissions. Most
proposals favor a greater involvement of political parties and NGOs that could appoint the
majority of members of election commissions. The following paragraph focuses on the
different models of election commission formation, their composition and the appointing
body.

IV.  SYSTEM OF ELECTIONS
A. Proportion of deputies to the Mazhilis elected on party lists

Kazakhstan has already taken steps to stimulate a more pluralistic political environment by
introducing a quota of 10 deputies of the 77-member Mazhilis elected on party lists through
proportional representation. This is still an issue of major concern among political parties;
most of them recommend an increased number of deputies to be elected on the basis of party
lists.

The proposed amendments include two different approaches to changing the balance between
the number of deputies elected on party lists versus the number elected in single mandate
constituencies. One suggests to add a number of deputies elected on party lists to the 67 seats
that the Constitution reserves for deputies elected in single-mandate constituencies (Article
50 of the Constitution). This change will necessarily lead to an increase of the total number
of deputies in the Mazhilis. However, most proposals advocate changes in Article 50 of the
Constitution that will stipulate the number of both categories of deputies to be elected.

In the summary of suggestions below, the proposed number of deputies elected on party lists
are compared to the suggested total number of deputies. The proportion of the Mazhilis to be
elected on party lists range from 40 to 100 percent of the representatives.

B. Party lists in local parliaments

A number of proposals calls for the introduction of elections on the basis of party lists also in
the elections of the regional representative organs — the Maslikhats.

C. No elections on one single candidate for president.

The current system allows a presidential election to take place even if there is only one
registered candidate (article 65). Two proposals advocate the amendment of this provision.

One explicitly bars the possibility of holding presidential election with a single candidate
while the Communist Party suggests the repeal of article 65.

V. REGISTRATION OF CANDIDATES AND PARTIES
A. Administrative penalties

Many political parties raised concerns about article 4 according to which a candidate can be
denied registration if he has been subject to administrative sanctions for an "intentional
offence" during the year before registration. The provision has been widely discussed over
the recent years, included in several OSCE documents. Peoples Congress Party, the
Republican People Party, the Communist Party and the Party of the Rebirth of Kazakhstan
propose the deletion of article 4.

B. Registration fee

Political parties disagreed on the issue of registration fees for candidates. Proposals vary
from abrogating the system of registration fees to significantly increasing the amount to be
paid.

The Party for Kazakhstan Rebirth and the Agrarian Party favor the amendments of articles
59, 73 and 88 suggesting the deletion of all provisions dealing with registration fees.
Conversely, the Republican People Party proposes to increase the fees from 50 to 5000 times
the minimum monthly salary for presidential elections and from 25 to 500 times for
parliamentary elections.

The Women Party advocates the reduction of the registration fee for candidates to the
Mazhilis from 25 times the minimum monthly salary to the equivalent of one average
monthly salary.

VI. EXTERNAL INTERFERENCE IN THE ELECTION PROCESS
A. State officials and the campaign

Article 27 already prohibits the active participation of governmental agencies in the election
campaign. Two proposals call for the extension of the provision to employees of
governmental organs, journalists and other representatives of the media.

B. Unauthorised personnel at polling stations

The presence of unauthorised personnel at polling station level was repeatedly noted during
the previous elections. Several proposals suggest stricter regulation on this issue.

Article 39 — Only voters, members of the precinct election commission and authorised
observers can be present at polling stations.

VII. BALLOT PAPER

Several proposals call for stricter control over the number of ballot paper distributed to
polling stations.

Article 40 — Election Commissions should, in the presence of observers, verify that the
actual number of ballot papers received corresponds to the number delivered by the
superior election commission and recorded in an official document.

A proposal suggests an amendment to article 42 (new number 7) so that polling station
commissions record the number of received ballots before starting the counting process.

VIII. MOBILE VOTING

Under the current election law, voters who are unable to attend the polling station for reasons
of health or any other reasons, have the possibility to vote by mobile box (article 41.6).
Furthermore, a written request for the mobile box is not required prior to polling day. An
oral statement on polling day is sufficient. Several parties recommend a stricter regulation on
mobile voting.

IX. TALLYING OF RESULTS

Most parties seem to agree that there is considerable room for improvement in the regulation
on the tallying of results in order to increase the level of transparency. Two issues are
highlighted: posting of results outside polling stations immediately after the completion of
counting and the right of observers to receive copies of protocols.

Article 43 — Copy of protocol is to be posted outside the precinct building. Observers
have the right to receive a copy of the protocol.

X. ELECTION DISPUTE RESOLUTION

In an attempt to improve the efficiency of election dispute mechanisms, several parties
pointed at the need to amend article 20 of the Election Code and introduce time limits for the
courts’ handling of complaints during the campaign period and on election day. The proposal
includes the following requirements:
e The courts must review complaints within seven days.
e In the week prior to elections and on election day, complaints must be reviewed
immediately.
e Complaints are reviewed by the court in the district where the election commission is
situated.
e The decision by the court is final.
e Non-compliance with a court decision by the election commission leads to the
invalidation of election results.
